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LEIU connected with organized crime

(ZNS) Computerworld magazine
reports that members of the Law
Enforcement Intelligence Unit (LEIU),
a privately chartered police intelli-
gence group with computerized ties to

more than 250 law enforcement
agencies, have been leaking highly
sensitive data to members of

organized crime for over 20 years. The
Flint Police Department is a member
of the LEIU.

Documents obtained under the
Freedom of Information Act from the
FBI indicate that the LEIU has been
dispensing confidential material to
crime syndicate figures since 1960, the
magazine says.

The LEIU was formed in 1956 by a
handful of California police groups to
help  exchange information
organized crime activities.

The leaked data, according to
Computerworld, ranges from police
statistics on criminal traffic and

(ZNS) An Oregon county health
officer has joined with a number of
women in rural Alsea, Oregon, to
criticize a recently issued EPA study of
the links between miscarriages and
herbicide spraying on surrounding
timberlands.

The EPA study concluded that there
did not appear to be a ‘‘cause and
effect’ relationship” between the
spraying and an unusually high rate of
miscarriages in Alsea.

Bertucelli says that the LEIU is
going through a purging process,
however, to remove ‘‘those people
who don't apply anymore.”"
