As the YOICE prepares to enter the
summer months, we are seeking to
expand our staff. We are extending a
personal invitation to you in hopes that
you will join us.

The VOICE is put together primarily
by only four or five people. These
individuals do all of the reporting,
writing, photography, developing,
typesetting, lay-out, paste-up, adver-
tising and distribution. Another five or
six people contribute to this process,
That’s it.

Thus, it becomes increasingly
difficult to put the VOICE out. This is
why we need your help. If you can
spare a few hours a month and you
find yourself concerned about the
issues we write about, please consider
how you may lend a hand:

* ADVERTISING SALESPERSON —
This is the most difficult yet most
needed job to be done. No money, no
paper. We are in urgent need to
expand our advertising. Unlike most
newspapers which are 75% advertis-
ing, we refuse to surpass our
self-imposed 25% limit. This makes us
poor. If you've got the knack to
convince businesses what a buy it
would be for them to advertise in
Flint's only alternative newspaper
with a circulation of 15,000 (mostly to
high school and college age people),

then you could be of great assistance
to us.

* NEWSWRITERS — Persons having
some skills or experience in journalism
are needed.

* DARK ROOM TECHNICIAN — We
need people who can develop and print
film. We have a completely outfitted
darkroom. We need one person who
can organize and be in charge of it.

* INVESTIGATIVE REPORTING —
You wouldn't believe the tips we get
and the things we hear! But we just
have so much time to rake the ever
flowing muck. If you're good at
research, talking on the phone, and
seeing through a line of crap, this is
the job for you!

* ART — Can you draw a cartoon
strip? Are you good at pictures?
Sketches? We have no talent in this
area. A town like Flint has to produce a
lot of mad artists. Where are you? Call
us!

* CHEAP THRILLS — Some people
always seem to know everything that’s
going on — especially that of a kinky,
kooky, off-the-wall nature. We need
someone to compile the monthly
happenings, the ‘‘Cheap Thrills in

Flint'" for the YOICE.

* WIRE SERVICE EDITOR — The
VYOICE subscribes to two national wire
services: Zodiac News Service and
Liberation News Service (from San
Francisco and New York). Someone
who enjoys reading all the national
news the Journal won't print is needed
to edit and file the copy.
