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Harry Chapin, who for the past]|
three years has sold out five benefit
concerts for the Hotline Center, is
returning to Flint for two more shows
on Sunday evening, December 2. The
concerts will take place at 6:00 p.m.
and 9:00 p.m. in Whiting Auditorium.

Chapin, well known for such hits as
Cat's in the Cradle and Taxi, has set
the all-time record for money raised in
one evening at Whiting Auditorium.
Last year's appearance saw over 1000
people turned away because both
shows were sold out.

The key to Chapin's success is his
unique ability to construct long songs
around a variety of social issues and
experiences. His conce which last
between two and three hours, are
performed as if he was in your living
room, playing to a group of friends.
Although he has consistently sold out
concerts at Pine Knob, Masonic Audi-
torium, Olympia and Center Stage, he
has shared his wealth unlike any other
musician.

Over half of all concerts Harry
Chapin performs are benefits for
World Hunger Year, Ralph Nader's
““Public Citizen"' organization and a
few local groups like the Hotline and
the Flint Voice.

To date, he has raised over $1
million for various charities.

Chapin states that he is coming back
to Flint because ‘‘l never cease to be
amazed at all the good work done by
the Voice and the Hotline Center. I
travel to around 200 cities each year
and rarely do 1 see the kind of
dedication to create a more peaceful
and just world like 1 see at the Hotline
and Voice. They are truly a remarkable
group of people and 1 am proud to
support them once again."’

T'he Hotline Center opened in 1973
as a nightly crisis intervention center.
It grew to offer a number of services
not being offered by the community.
Runaway housing, free pregnancy
tests, and a student rights assistance
were significant parts of the Ceter for a
number of years. Over 20,000 people
have used the many services of the
Hotline Center

In the past two years, the Hotline
Center has focused more on grass-
roots organizing and advocating social
change. Public education, the environ-
ment, and work-related problems have
became important issues that the
Center has been dealing with.

Chapin recieves absolutely no mon-
ey from the concerts and even pays all
of his own travel and hotel expenses.

Tickets for the Harry Chapin benefit
concerts are on sale at the Whiting
Auditorium box office and at all
Rock-A-Rollas, Recordlands, Grape-
vine and Rainbow Records. Ticket
prices are the same as they have been
for the past three years: $7.50, $6.50,
and $5.50.
