Conference on
unemployment

‘““What’s Happening To Qur Jobs?"’
is a question on the minds of many Flint
workers these days. Flint union mem-
bers—both employed and unem-
ployed—will have two opportunities this
fall to air their views on the subject of
unemployment and the economy.

The first will be a conference on
Saturday, September 13, 1980 at the
UAW 651 hall located at 3518 Robert T.
Longway, Flint. There will be presenta-
tions by Martin Gerber, UAW Interna-
tional Vice President, Stan Arnold,
Secretary-Treasurer of the Michigan
State Building and Construction Trades
Council, Commissioner Walt Campbell
of the M.E.S.C., Marion Anderson, who
has authored several studies on unem-
ployment for the UAW and the Machin-
ists, and Dick Greenwood, Executive
Assistant to Machinists President
Winpisinger.

A special feature of the conference is
the large number of workshops, in
which participants can ask questions
and present their opinions on a variety
of topics.

Without
chemicals...

Union carbide has been running ads
in major newspapers asking readers to
consider what the world would be like
“*deprived of the thousands of essential
items"' the petrochemical industry
supplies.

Among the list of goodies Americans
shouldn’t be without are such things as
false eyelashes, no-wax floors, welcome
mats, swizzle sticks, frisbees, dog
toys—and yes—credit cards.

Workers in petrochemical plants have
twice the incidence of brain cancer, for
example, than does the rest of aur
population. 25 brain tumors—24 of
them fatal so far—have been reported
among workers at a Dow Chemical plant
in Freeport, Texas. Another 18 fatal
cases reportedly turned up at a Union
Carbide plant in Texas City.

Prioriti
Despite the fact that many women are
turning to barrier methods of contracep-
tion such as the diaphragm and the
cervical cap, only three percent of the

$30 million spent annually on contracep-
tive research goes toward these non-

Women's Health Network, which
reports that much of the research money
is still going to contraceptive pills, even
though the number of prescriptions
written for the pill dropped by about 24
percent between 1975 and 1978.

Feminist men’s
magazine

A seven man editorial collective has
begun publishing what appears to be
the first nationwide quarterly directed
at feminist men.

The quarterly is called M. Gentle
Men for Gender Justice. M. which has
just finished publishing its second
issue, has 800 subscribers, and includes
discussions on the E.R.A., militarism
and violence, interviews with noted
authors such as Marilyn French, and
also a critique from what M. calls the
‘*other side,”” the masculinists.

Says Eric Johnson, voicing the philos-
ophy of the new quarterly, **We don’t
represent the entire men's movement,
just the pro-feminist side. We do see
men as oppressors, but we also see that
men are themselves oppressed by the
many aspects—social, political and
economic—of this patriarchial society.””
