If you've
been receiving the Voice in the mail and
haven’t paid for a subscription in a
while, this will be your last issue unless
we hear from you today.

FRANKLY, WE'RE tired of being
poor all the time so we're doing some
other things to get ourselves in better

We have also decided to sell our
current typesetting machine and lease a
new one that can do three times as much
work. With this new machine, we will be
setting up a typesetting and graphic arts
business. We will be able to produce
newsletters, newspapers, brochures,
handbills, stationary and other items at
a much lower cost than you presently
have to pay at similar businesses. Look
for it to open in November.
