HARRY CHAPIN will spend his

birthday in Flint this year as he returns
for his annual benefit concert for the
Flint Voice on Sunday, December 7, in
Whiting Auditorium.

Harry has performed eight sold-out
concerts for the Voice and our predeces-
sor, the Hotline Center, in the past four
years. He will appear in two shows at
6:00 and 9:30 p.m.

Tickets will go on sale this Friday,
October 31 at 8:00 a.m. at the Whiting
Box Office located at 1241 E. Kearsley

$6.50. Mail orders are being accepted
with a self-addressed, stamped en-
velope enclosed.

Chapin holds the all-time record for
the largest gross in one evening at
Whiting Auditorium. His Flint concerts
have become a popular holiday tradition
with both shows usually selling out
within two weeks.

This year, Chapin will return with his
band which includes his brother Steve
on piano, John Wallace on bass. Doug
Walker on guitar, Howie Fields on
drums and, the newest addition to the
band, Yvonne Cable on cello. The Harry
Chapin concerts represent an exception
to Whiting's policy of not allowing rock
acts in the auditorium.

Harry Chapin is unique among other
performers, giving over 100 benefits
around the country each year and
raising, to date, over $2 million for
various causes. He is the founder of
World Hunger Year, an organization
seeking to eliminate starvation by

also the single biggest fundraiser for
Ralph Nader’s Public Citizen organi-
zation.

Chapin, known for such hits as **Cat’s
in the Cradle’” and *‘Taxi”’, has
received three gold records, three
Grammy nominations, and a Rock
Music award. In 1971 he received
Billboard's “*Best New Artist’" award.

He wrote to us saying that he is
returning to Flint because *‘l strongly
support the work the Flint Voice is
doing. The issues that they are dealing
with are vital to our existence as a
democracy. The search of their printer’s
office by the police is a perfect example
of the impact the Voice is having and
why all of us need to support them
wholeheartedly in their efforts.”

Chapin pointed out that he sees many
organizations in his travels around the
country and that ‘‘the Flint Voice is
perhaps the best of all of them. It is a
perfect example of what people can do
on a grass-roots level to bring about
social change.”
