The Flint Voice has announced its
winter film series that includes; tributes

to John Lennon and Martin Luther
King, last year’'s Academy Award
winner for ‘‘Best Foreign Film'', a

return of last summer’s Ronald Reagan
Film Festival and three films which will
be making their Flint premiere.

The **Flint Voice Cinema'’ (formerly
known as the **East Village Cinema'’) is
located in the Flint U of M Auditorium
on E. Court 5t. next to the Mott College
Library. The films are shown on Friday
and Saturday nights at 7:00 and 9:30
p-m. (unless otherwise stated).

Admission to each film is $2.50.
Season tickets can be purchased for all
12 films for $17.00 at the door or at the
Flint Voice office on the corner of
Genesee and Lapeer Rd. in Burton.

The series begins January 9 and 10
with *“HOW I WON THE WAR", a sa-
tirrcal look at war directed by Richard
Lester (**Hard Day's Night,"" “*Help'’).
The 1967 film stars John Lennon in his
only solo feature film.

The other films in the series are:
“KING: MONTGOMERY TO MEM-
PHIS” - January 16 and 17

Presented on the day after Martin
Luther King's birthday, this powerful,
three-hour documentary traces the life
and times of Dr. King from the Mont-
gomery bus boycott in 1955 to his assas-
sination in Memphis in 1968. This is the
original, uncut version of what critics
and social historians have called *‘the
most complete biography of Martin
Luther King that has ever been filmed."’

REAGAN FILM FESTIVAL — January
23 and 24

A guaranteed cure for those still in
shock three days after Reagan’s inaug-
uration. We are continuing to present
only the best of Ronald Reagan’s distin-
guished career before he changed
saddles.

Bernado Bertolucci's (Last Tango in
Paris'’) controversial film of a woman
who attempts to provide some focus for
her son’s confused life. Jill Clayburgh’s
outstanding performance as the mother
who tries to build a closer relationship
with her son is one of the toughest roles
any actress has ever played. (1979)
ERASERHEAD — February 6 and 7

The area’s premiere of what has re-
placed '*Rocky Horror Picture Show’™ as
the most popular cult film around the

country. Director David Lynch (*'Ele-
phant Man’’) calls his debut film *‘a
dream of dark and troubling things."’
Eraserhead is a film of extraordinary
power, a nightmare where layers of
reality mesh, desolve and are restrue-
tured into a terrifying vision of an emo-
tionally and physically malformed soci-
ety.

BEING THERE — February 13 and 14

Peter Sellers stars as Chance the
gardener, a man who has never left the
house of the man who raised him and,
thus, has no conception of the outside
world - except of what he’s seen on TV.
Through a series of coincidences, he
ends up as an advisor to the President of
the United States. This warm and poig-
nant comedy was nominated for two
Academy Awards and co-stars Melvyn
Douglas and Shirley MacLaine. Direct-
ed by Hal Ashby (**Harold and Maude,””

NORTHERN LIGHTS — February 20
and 21

One of the most moving and well-
crafted American films in recent years -
and also one of the least seen. **North-
ern Lights"’ is the story of the Nonparti-
san League of North Dakota, a union of
farmers founded in 1915 to fight the
abuses of the eastern ‘“‘robber barons''
who controlled the grain trade from
Wall Street. During its six years of exis-
tence, the League fostered legislation
benefitting farmers and the working
class. With 40,000 members, the Lea-
gue was one of the most successful of all
American populist movements. An un-
forgettable film of one of American
labor’s neglected struggles. (1978)
THE STUNT MAN — February 27 and
28

Newsweek called it **the most original
American movie of 1980,"" yet not many
people saw this highly acclaimed off-
beat film starring Peter 0'Toole as a
film director who uses a fugitive in the
place of one of his stunt men who just
died on the set. A fast-paced, energetic
movie that is also a suspenseful
mystery, ‘‘The Stunt Man™" weaves in-
numerable and dazzling stunts and im-
pressive performances into a complex
story about paranoia and illusion wvs.
reality. Also starring Barbara Hershey
and Steve Railsback. (1980)
MY BRILLIANT CAREER — March 6
and 7

Winner of many international awards,
this 1980 film from Australia is one of
the best films made in the last 10 years.
The film tells the story of a young
woman at the turn of the century who
refuses to accept the role that Austra-
lain society has deemed proper for young
women - marriage and children. This
outstanding film conveys a feeling of
warmth, humanity and humor as it
paints its tribute to individuality. Writ-
ten, produced and directed by women,
this is one of the finest foreign films
ever to be shown by the Flint Voice
Cinema. Flint premiere. (1980)
THE TIN DRUM — March 13 and 14

A masterpiece of filmmaking. Last
year's winner of the Academy Award for
Best Foreign Film and the Grand Prize
winner at the Cannes Film Festival,
“The Tin Drum’ is a brilliant and
imaginative allegory of a young Polish
German boy with extraordinary will.

Confused and terrified by the adult
world of sex, violence and Hitler's rising
Nazism, he refuses to grow after the age
of three. Yet, his mind and emotions
continue to develop inside his stunted
body as he shrewdly reacts to the world
around him. A powerful, sometimes
frighteningly realistic film version of the
novel by Gunter Grass. (1979)

THE KIDS ARE ALRIGHT — March 20
and 21

A superb documentary that chronicles
the last 15 years of one of the greatest
rock bands of all time - The Who. The
film is also a study of changing values
and culture and how The Who acutely
percieved and reflected it. The film
contains rare - and electrifying - concert
footage (including the last performance
by drummer Keith Moon). An exciting
