at Woodside

Jazz Comes to Woodside, a three-
concert benefit series, beginning March
8 at Woodside Church (1509 E. Court
Street) will feature three local jazz
groups, two of which have been invited
to the Montreux International Jazz Fes-
tival in Montreux, Switzerland, July
3-17, 1981.

The series open Sunday, March 8 at
7:30 p.m. with the People’s Jazz Band.
This group, directed by Joe Freyre, is
unique because it is a CETA program of
Genesee County, through the Greater
Flint Arts Council. The band is made up
of 12 musicians who, since they were
first organized in May, 1980, have
played for 40,000 Genesee County resi-
dents in schools, hospitals, nursing
homes, shopping malls, and parks. In
late August, 1980, they played at Hart
Plaza in Detroit as part of the Detroit-
Montreux Jazz Festival.

The second concert, Sunday, March
22 at 7:30 p.m. will be Sherm Mitchell
and his group. Mitchell, a familiar sight
and sound to Flint area jazz buffs for
more than 30 years, is a multi-
instrumentalist and a mainstay of local
jazz performance

The third concert, Sunday, April 5 at
7:30 p.m. will be the Mott Community
College Jazz Band, directed by Chuck
Iwanusa. This group of young musi-
cians, most of whom are under 20, is
quite accomplished, as their perfor-
mance at the Detroit-Montreux Jazz
Festival showed. The band and combos
have played in jazz festivals in the
Midwest often. Mott Community Jazz
Band is the only community college jazz
band in the country to be invited to the
Montreux International Jazz Festival.

Twenty jazz groups throughout the
United States received invitations to this
year's 15th festival in Montreux, but
Flint is unique in having two groups in-
vited. The ‘*Jazz Comes to Woodside’
benefit concert series is a first step in
fundraising for both the People’s Jazz
Band and Mott Community College Jazz
Band. This series is being presented in
conjunction with the National Associa-
tion of Jazz Educators, the Music Per-
formance Trust Fund of the American
Federation of Musicians-Local 542, and
“*Movin’ to Montreux,”” a Flint area
community support group. Tickets for
the series ($15.00 for adults and $10.00
for students) may be ordered in advance
from Woodside Church or may be
purchased at the door. Anyone interest-
ed in giving a larger donation is en-
couraged to become sponsors or patrons
of the series.

Pete Seeger helped organize the
Almanac Singers, the Weavers (who
recorded the hits “*Irene Goodnight'’
and ‘'Kisses Sweeter Than Wine’), the
Mewport Folk Festival, the topical song
publication ‘‘Broadside’’ (which gave a
start to Phil Ochs, Bob Dylan and Tom
Paxton), and the Hudson River Sloop
Restoration. He has become a central
figure in the ecology movement, and
has authored five books, written hits
like ‘*“Where Have All the Flowers
Gone'’ and **Turn, Turn, Turn,’'’ and
recorded over 80 LPs. His live perfor-
mances are inevitably highlighted by his

magical power to lead audience in song,
his head thrown back, his banjo or 12
string guitar and his voice ringing out.

A friend and contemporary of Woody
Guthrie, he has played for years (includ-
ing Flint) organizing unions, fighting
McCarthyism and protesting the Viet-
nam War. ”

The Ark, a non-profit folk club located
at 1421 Hill St., was founded in 1963. It
has been managed for the last 12 years
by David & Linda Siglin, who have
transformed it from a small local club to
arenowned forum for well-known tradi-
tional and contemporary folk artists.
