Wins Grammy

Flint has a Grammy winner!

A collection of country blues music
entitled ‘‘Rare Blues,” featuring a 1965
performance of ““Good Morning Little
School Girl"* by Flint’s own Isaiah Ross,
won a Grammy award this year for
“‘Best Ethmic or Traditional music
recording.”’

Isaiah Ross is a General Motors em-
ployee who is better known to blues fans
around the world as **Doctor Ross the
Harmonica Boss’”. Doctor Ross per-
forms his raucous delta blues as a one
man band. He plays bass drum and hi-
hat cymbal with his feet, guitar and
harmonica with the use of a brace.
Although the Doctor has not played in
Flint for about three years, he tours
Europe regularly where he plays to sell-
out crowds. He has also appeared at
numerous concerts and festivals in the
U.S. including the Ann Arbor Blues
Festival.

Ross started playing harmonica at the
age of six in the small town of Tunica,

Mississippi, where he was born. By the
age of twelve he had learned to play
guitar and was making a name for him-
self playing in juke joints around his
home town. He was then drafted and
served in the Army during World War
I1.

It was in the service that he first added
drums to his repertoire and started per-
forming as a one man band. After the
war he was discovered by the legendary
Sam Phillips who recorded him on Chess
Records as well as Sam’s own Sun
Record label. Doctor Ross has also
nlayed with every blues man from John
Lee Hooker to B.B. King and has in-
fluenced the playing of Elvis Presley and
Eric Clapton.

Doctor Ross is truly one of the finest
Delta Blues men living. Most people in
Flint, though, have never heard of him.
It’s a shame that the Europeans are
more familiar with the Doctor’s boogie
and blues than the people of the town
where he has lived for twenty-six years.

Flint’s only-ever Grammy Winner
deserves better.
