Buick exports that pollution around
the country via the cars that we make
here. Only when forced by the go-
vernment, did Buick start to clean up
its emissions.

Recently, though, it has been re-
vealed that the cars Buick sent the
EPA for pollution testing were rigged
so that the tested emissions would
come out more favorably than the
emissions on all the other Buicks that
are sold to the public. A criminal
investigation by the Justice Depart-
ment is still under way.

As the vyears went by the wages
and benefits have increased but the
working conditions have continued to
be unsatisfying, sometimes unbear-
able. How many men and women

have died before their time because
they spent one too many years in the
Buick foundry (which, by the way, is
closing as GM goes South to screw

line? How nice it would have been if
these people had more to look for-
ward to than a paycheck that falsely
justifies to them what they are doing!
Most importantly, how great it would
be if those who built the cars con-
trolled the plants. Then perhaps
many of the psychological problems
would be alievated. Things usually
get better when you control your own
life.

No, I guess that would have been
too much to ask. As one high level
Buick official told us once in a mo-
ment of candor:

"“"The job on the assembly line is so
simple that monkeys could do it
We've aften wondered how beautiful
it would be to bring the monkeys or
the chimps in, train them, and have
them build the cars. no
wages, no crap. "’
