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Dr. Spock comes to Flint for Alliance

Dr. Benjamin Spock, a longtime foe of nuclear power, made
a rare Flint appearance on Sept. 30 to support the efforts of
the Hotline Center’s Huron Alliance, an anti-nuclear Enviro-
mentalist coalition.

Dr. Spock—or *‘Ben’’ as he prefers to be called—participat-
ed in a demonstration on the lawn of Consumers Power in
Flint. He told those present that he is ‘‘appalled by the
widespread use of nuclear technology that we will all have to
pay for, physically and economically.”

The demonstration was covered not only by all Flint media
and the Detroit Free Press, but also by Consumers Power who
had an employee take close-up photographs of each demon-
strator. When asked by a reporter why Consumers was having
pictures taken of the demonstrators, the employee responded,
“They’re for our files.”

What files, wondered the reporter.

“That’s confidential.’’

Later in the evening, Ben spoke to about 200 people at the
East Village Cinema before the showing of ‘‘King of Hearts.””
He encouraged people to join the Huron Alliance and fight
Consumers until they have abandoned their ‘‘immoral’’ policy
of nuclear power.
