The Lies of Right to Life
Dear Editor:

our November issue contained a

letter by Theresa Scozof in support

of the Right to Life Movement.
Ms. Scozof blames the feminist and pro-
choice community for victimizing women
and pressuring them, against their will, into
having abortions. While applauding the
efforts of a vocal and well-funded minority,
she doesn’t seem to realize that they would
move us into the even more dangerous
direction of removing the rights and
personal choices of ALL women with
respect to reproduction and control of their
own bodies. In addition, her letter is replete
with blatant inaccuracies.

Ms. Scozof's assertion that abortionists
are rich misrepresent the nurses, doctors
and support staff who are paid no more,
and often less, than their hospital
counterparts. The overwhelming majority
of abortions are half-day, out-patient clinic
visits done within the first trimester, 12
weeks after conception. As well as the
abortion procedure itself, the services
provided included one-on-one counseling,
lab tes's, a physical exam, and birth control
information. At a total cost of $200,
nobody is getting rich.

After having worked as a lab technician
at Ann Arbor Planned Parenthood
Association, I am amused to read that
clinics are “*willing to perform abortions
even on those not really pregnant.’” It is
this sort of reckless and slanderous

falsehood for which the anti-choice groups
are known. A client makes an appointment
AFTER having a positive pregnancy test
most often performed by an outside
laboratory. On the day of the appointment,
another pregnancy test is done which is
further confirmed by a pelvic exam by a
nurse or doctor. Yes, some of these
women, less than one percent, are not
pregnant and no abortion procedure is
performed.

Contrary to Ms. Scozof’s impression,
women's reasons for choosing abortion are
varied and well-considered. They don’t do
it on a whim. It is a necessary alternative to
forcing millions of women to go through
unwanted pregnancies. It is tragic that for
some women this is the only tenable
alternative, but the Right to Life Movement
offers us even less.

If the Michigan Voice is going to print
inflammatory crap, you should at least
print a proviso highlighting the obvious lies.
